Fair Trade Jesuit schools in our commitment to social justice by providing ethically produced

products in our campus dining and apparel outlets. Educational programing around Fair
Trade and conversations about incorporating Fair Trade into aspects of the curriculum are
ongoing.

Posting Policy and New Student Organizations

Under the guidance of our newly established University Affairs Committee, the Senate has
passed amendments the University Posting Policy and approved the charters of two new
student organizations: an American Chemical Society Student Chapter and an American
Public Works Association Section.
